Rules and Regulations
In addition to the terms of he rental agreement, occupancy of the residence is pursuant to the terms of the rental agreement, subject to the following rules and regulations which may be changed from time to time.  These become part of the lease from the date of distribution.

1. Occupancy shall consist of two Residents per bedroom.  No more than two residents per bedroom are allowed.
2. The sidewalk, front stoop, and entry shall not be obstructed by any of the residents or their guests.  Back patio areas are to be kept clean and neat.  Grills patio furniture and tables are permitted items.
3. Neither carpets nor rugs shall be beaten, cleaned or shaken out of the window, nor shall, anything be thrown or swept by the residents or by resident’s agents, guests, or employees, out of the windows, doors or other openings of the residence.
4. No articles shall be suspended outside of the residence or placed on the window sills of the residence without the consent in writing by management.  Such consent is at the sole discretion of management.
5. No pets, birds, or animals of any kind shall be permitted in the residence without the prior consent of management.  Such consent shall be in the sole discretion of management, and if given, can be revoked at any time.  Pets must be approved prior to moving in.
6. The sidewalk and front stoop of the residence shall not be used as a playing ground for children, and no bicycles, baby carriages or other vehicles will be allowed to remain thereon.
7. Resident may not change locks or install additional locks, without written consent of management.  In the event consent is given, the management must be provided a key for emergency use.
8. Radio, television, musical instruments and other sound reproducing equipment shall not be used in a manner that will annoy other residents or used in any manner which interferes with the quiet enjoyment of others.
9. Resident is responsible for all damages to the residence including but not limited to, damage caused by resident of residents agent, by moving furniture, boxes or other articles in or out of he residence.
10. Kitchen and other refuse must be kept in proper receptacles and shall be securely sealed at all times to prevent odor and access by animals, pests, or rodents.  No trash should be stored in or near apartments; it should be taken to dumpsters immediately.
11. No air conditioning, cooling, heating or other gas or electrical units shall be installed by the resident or at the resident’s direction without written consent of management.  Nothing herein is implied or warranted that sufficient electrical, gas; plumbing or waste removal devices are available or shall be made available for any residence.
12. No boats, trailer, motorcycle, camper, van or truck of any description may be parked or left on the premises without the prior written consent of management.  At no times will repair or preventative maintenance be allowed on any vehicle parked on the premises.  No vehicles, trailers, boats or any of the lawns, grounds or sidewalks, except in the areas prescribed by management may be used as a parking area for the resident.  No boat, vehicle or inoperable vehicle of any description may be stored or left on the premises for any extended period of time while not being used for normal transportation.
13. If any check given by resident to management is returned by the bank unpaid, resident shall pay to management, as additional rent, a handling charge of $25.00 no matter whose fault it is. 
14. A late charge of $25.00 will be charged on all rents not received by management after the fifth day of the month and fifteenth and at no time will cash be accepted for rents, fees or deposits.  Please include this with your payment.
15. No clothes or material items will be draped or hung within the patio area or over stairwell.  Bicycles, baby carriages or other articles of this nature shall be stored in the Resident’s apartment or in areas designed by Management when not in use.  Management shall not be responsible for articles stolen or damaged on property.
16. All drapes and shades installed by resident must receive prior written consent of management.  All such drapes and shades shall, in all instances present a uniform exterior appearance.
17. Management does not provide lock-out service.  This is for your protection, as management’s maintenance personnel have not way of knowing each resident and their residence number.  We suggest you make a duplicate key and either put it where no one knows or give it to a relative or trusted friend.
18. Vehicle repair or washing is not permitted on the property at any time.  Inoperable or untagged vehicles will be towed at owner’s expense.
19. The pool is for the enjoyment of our residents.  Due to its size we ask that you only bring two guests per apartment.  Before the pool opens each year every resident will receive a copy of the pool regulations. Permission from management must be granted before you may have extra guests and resident must accompany guest to pool.
20. No satellite dishes or any other equipment may be attached on the building or the outside grounds of the apartment buildings at any time.
21. Abrasive cleaning materials shall be avoided for use on sinks or tubs.  
22. Written permission from Management shall be obtained before Resident may install wire, cable or aerials for radio or television.  NO satellite dishes are allowed on the property at any time.
